Exempt - Patient specimens

Patient specimens that meet cat. A or B description must meet all shipping requirements of those categories.

A patient specimen may be EXEMPT from the regulations if there is a minimal likelihood that pathogens are
present according to professional judgment based on known medical history, symptoms and individual
circumstances or the source. Some examples of exempt patient specimens are: blood or urine tests to monitor
things like cholesterol levels or glucose levels. Also, tests for organ function, therapeutic drug monitoring,
pregnancy tests, etc. If a patient is being tested for a pathogen you should package it accordingly for the
suspected pathogen.

This is also the best way to ship non-pathogenic cultures, pathogen free cells, recombinant DNA and other
non-pathogenic biological items (note: pathogenic eukaryotic virus DNA that is more than 2/3 of the genome
should be shipped category B).
