	1. Common

A. Controls
1. Eye / face protection gloves and lab coat available and used when required

2. No food, applying cosmetics or handling contact lenses

3. Trash removed promptly

4. Open toe shoes prohibited.

5. Spill control materials available

6. Fridges, freezers, microwaves, and ice makers are labeled appropriately

7. Workers trained on all appropriate active research tasks

8. Lab maintains restricted access

B. Facility

1. Lab hazard information posted at door

2. Shelving adequate for loads imposed

3. Work areas illuminated

4. Eyewash and safety showers available and unobstructed

5. Eyewash and safety shower inspected

6. Soiled or contaminated clothing laundered by an appropriate service

2. Biological

A. Hygiene

1. Disinfectant is available and utilized

2. Long hair tied up and no dangling jewelry

3. Spills are promptly cleaned up

4. No non-research plants and animals

5. Surfaces are easy to clean

6. Remove gloves (and other PPE) and wash hands before interacting with clean areas

7. Autoclave used correctly

B. Practice/administration

1. BSCs used appropriately and certified

2. Centrifuge used appropriately (screw-cap vials, sealed rotors or cups for pathogens)

3. Physical containment for pathogens or potentially infectious aerosols
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	4. No recapping needles or removing needles from syringes 
5. SOPs written for work involving pathogens 6. IBC approval for work involving pathogens, rDNA or Select Agents

7. Pipette use is mechanical

8. Lab staff have attended OLS biosafety training

C. Labeling

1. Samples and stocks are labeled

2. Enclosures or equipment for PIM storage or use have biohazard label

3. PIM transported in leak resistant container with biohazard label 

D. Waste

1. Sharps in proper containers (not overfilled, in good condition)

2. Blood and other PIM contamination in red bag waste (no food, haz mat, etc.)

3. Contaminated liquid is disinfected and drain disposed

4. Red bag waste satisfies vendor requirements

E. Bio-Facility
1. Pathogen labs are marked with a biohazard label

2. Rooms have immediate access to a sink

3. Walls and ceilings are sealed

4. Biohazard emergency procedures posted

F. HIV/HBHV

1. Doors are closed while working

2. Authorization form for workers

3. Work with needles is approved by IBC

4. Vacuum lines protected by disinfectant traps and HEPA filters

5. Autoclave is available

6. Those working in Ross 704 have BSL2 enhanced training

7. PIM handled in a BSC or other physical containment (not on bench)

G. Security

1. Pathogen stocks locked when unattended

2. Unfamiliar persons are approached in labs
