The Lynn and Ruth George Scholars Program

Requirements and Selection Criteria

The Lynn and Ruth George Scholars Program provides third and fourth year medical students with the opportunity to enrich and diversify their medical education, broaden their public health knowledge and deepen their commitment to services by supporting experiential learning abroad. Scholarships of up to $2,000/student will be awarded to support international clinical and non-clinical elective opportunities through GWU or credible third party organizations.
Academic/Eligibility Requirements 

Third and fourth year medical students who are in good academic standing may apply for this program.  First priority will be given to students enrolled in the Track Program.  
For Clinical Electives: Students participating in a clinical elective should have completed the basic clinical rotations (2 months each in internal medicine, primary care, pediatrics, OB/GYN, surgery, and psychiatry or have adequate clinical experience to pursue the proposed clinical elective). Applicants must also register for one or two of the international clinical electives offered by GWU School of Medicine.

Program Requirements

· The content of the proposed program will be substantive in scope and educational value with well defined objectives and intended outcomes.

· The proposed program will have the support of a faculty mentor either at the home institution or at the host organization, or both.

· The program will be 4-8 weeks in length acquiring five to ten credit hours, and the proposed program objectives or intended outcome must be achievable within that time frame. 

Application Requirements

All Applicants should provide an original and one copy of the following: 

· Completed application cover sheet (www.gwumc.edu/oso under scholarships)

· Applicant’s CV
· Transcripts

· Two letters of recommendation
· A description of the elective outlining the objective or intent of the clinical rotation as well as its content, structure, learning objectives and expected time frame—not to exceed three pages. 

· A statement explaining their personal interest in their stated program, any relevant past experience and how the proposed clinical rotation will contribute to their future goals – not to exceed two pages. 

In addition to the requirements listed above, applicants participating in a non-clinical elective should provide an original and one copy of the following:
· Verification of host site and mentor support – letter/s of support from mentor or mentors if the elective is through a third-party organization unaffiliated with GWU.
Selection Criteria

· Academic excellence
· Completion of basic clinical rotations (for clinical electives)
· Career goals; previous relevant experience; and special skills such as language knowledge

· Relevance of program to students’ long-term goals.

· Quality of the infrastructure and support by the mentor/host organization.

Reporting Requirements
· A presentation at a Luncheon for a group which may include the donors, dean’s office and selection committee. An additional presentation to students or others may also be scheduled.

· A completed evaluation by the scholar of their international clinical or non-clinical elective. 

· A completed evaluation by the host site of the scholar’s performance.
· For non-clinical electives:  A brief paper describing the scholars project, experience and any results and implications of the project (results and implications must be addressed for all research projects). Paper is due within four weeks of conclusion of the program.

June 4, 2010:   Students accept or decline scholarship
