Fundamentals for Policy: Public Health and Health Care (Pub.H. 303) is a required course for all Masters in Public Health students in Health Policy.  Students who are able to demonstrate proficiency in the subjects taught in Pub.H. 303 may submit a request to waive the course and replace it with another course approved by their advisor.
Students are eligible to request a waiver/replacement for Pub.H. 303 if they either:
A) Earned at least a B+ in Introduction to Health Policy (Pub.H. 191) offered through the George Washington University undergraduate Public Health program; or
B) Have two years of full-time work experience in the field of health policy and submit a memo describing their work experience and explaining their proficiency in all of the following topics:

a. Private Health Insurance

b. Managed Care

c. Medicaid

d. SCHIP

e. Medicare

f. Uninsured/Access to Care

g. Safety Net Providers

h. Policymaking in the United States

i. Social Determinants of Health

Students who wish to request a waiver and replacement for Pub.H. 303 must submit this form and any accompanying information to the Pub.H. Course Director, Professor Sara Wilensky, at wilensky@gwu.edu.  Once this information is provided, the student and Course Director will meet to discuss the petition.
